4) be attending an accredited college, university, vocational, or technical school in
the Fall of their graduating year.

2) a letter of recommendation from a high school teacher or
community/school leader (scout leader, coach, instructor, minister, employer,
etc.)

3) completion of essay questions outlined on last page of application.
Responses will illustrate how the recipient best follows the ideals and values
presented in Hanover’s mission and vision statement.

Applicants should complete the attached application and submit it, along with the
additional items listed above, to the address listed on the next page.
