Up to two (2) $1,000 awards will be awarded each year. 
 
QUALIFICATIONS AND ELIGIBLE CANDIDATES:  
Awards are available to any graduating Liberty or Freedom High School senior planning to pursue a higher 

education degree in education or other general major. Qualified students for scholarship must exemplify the 

Rotary principle of “Service Above Self,” by demonstrating exemplary humanitarian service in their school, 

religious, and/or community activities with an emphasis on personal volunteer efforts and active involvement 

in helping others. 

 

CRITERIA FOR SELECTION:  

Submit a college acceptance letter and an 100-150 word paragraph about why you care 
about community service. 
 
The scholarship award is a check payable to the college or university of those selected to receive the award. It 

is a one-year award and cannot be renewed. 

 
For consideration of the award, the attached application must be completed in full and submitted by the close
